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1. Understands connections among music and other disciplines, cultures and history.

1.1. (K-5) Knows how ideas and emotions are expressed in music.

1.1.1. (General music K-4) Listens to and performs music and can identify the feeling or 
idea behind the song.

1.1.2. (General music K-4) Can identify connections between music and other 
disciplines.

1.2. (Music Appreciation) Understanding and verbalizing relationships between music, the other arts, and disciplines outside the arts.
1.2.1. (Music Appreciation) Can explain how elements, artistic processes, and organizational principles are used in similar and distinctive ways in the various arts and give examples.

1.2.2. (M.A.) Compares characteristics of two or more arts within a particular historical period or style and give examples from various cultures.

1.2.3. (M.A.) Explains ways in which the principles and subject matter of various disciplines outside the arts are interrelated with those of music.

1.3. (Music Appreciation) Understanding music in relation to history and culture.
1.3.1. (M.A.) Classifies by genre or style and by historical period or culture unfamiliar but representative aural examples of music and explain the reasoning behind their classifications.
1.3.2. (M.A.) Identifies sources of American music genres, traces the evolution of those genres, and gives examples of well-known musicians associated with them.

1.3.3. (M.A.) Identifies the roles that musicians perform, cite representative individuals who have functioned in each role, and describe their activities and achievements.
1.4. (Music Appreciation) Evaluating music performances
1.4.1. (M.A.) Evolves specific criteria for making informed, critical evaluations of the quality and effectiveness of performances, compositions, arrangements, and improvisations and apply the criteria in their personal participation in music.

1.4.2. (M.A.) Evaluates a performance, composition, arrangement, or improvisation by comparing it to similar or exemplary models.

1.4.3. (M.A.) Listens to and analyzes aural examples of a varied repertoire of music, representing diverse genres and cultures, by describing the uses of elements of music and expressive devices.

2. Sings, alone and with others, a varied repertoire of music

2.1. (K-5) Singing.

2.1.1. (K-2) Sings ostinatos, partner songs, and rounds.

2.1.2. (K-2) Knows (recognizes and remembers) melodies to folk and nationalistic 
music.

2.1.3. (3-4) Sings on pitch and in rhythm, with appropriate timbre, diction, and posture, 
and maintains a steady tempo.

2.1.4. (3-4) Sing expressively, with appropriate dynamics.
2.1.5. (3-4) Knows songs representing genres and styles from diverse cultures.

3. Performs on instruments, alone and with others, a varied repertoire of music.

3.1. (K-5) Playing instruments.

3.1.1. (K-2) Echoes short rhythms (2-4 measures) and melodic patterns.

3.1.2. (3-4) Performs on pitch, in rhythms, with appropriate dynamics and timbre, and 
maintains a steady tempo.

3.1.3. (3-4) Performs simple rhythmic, melodic and choral patterns accurately and 
independently on rhythmic, melodic and harmonic classroom instruments.

3.1.4. (3-4) Knows a varied repertoire of music representing diverse genres and styles.

4. Improvises melodies, variations and accompaniments.

4.1. (K-5) Improvising melodies and rhythms.

4.1.1. (K-2) Improvises "answers" in the same style to given rhythmic and melodic 
phrases.

4.1.2. (3-4) Improvises simple rhythmic and melodic ostinato accompaniments.

4.1.3. (3-4) Improvises simple rhythmic variations and simple melodic embellishments 
on familiar melodies.

4.1.4. (3-4) Improvises short songs and instrumental pieces using a variety of sound 
sources, including traditional sounds, nontraditional sounds, and body sounds.
5. Reads and Notates music.

5.1. (K-5) Knows standard symbols and systems of notation and reading.

5.1.1. (K-2) Knows standard symbols to notate meter (e.g., 2/4, 3/4, 4/4 time 
signatures), rhythm (e.g., whole, half, dotted half, quarter, eighth notes), pitch 
(e.g., notes in treble and bass clef) and dynamics (e.g., p, f, <, >) in simple 
patterns.

5.1.2. (K-2) Uses a system to read simple pitch notation in the treble clef.

5.1.3. (3-4) Reads whole, half, dotted half, quarter and eight notes and rests in 2/4. 3/4, 
and 4/4 meter signatures.

5.1.4. (3-4) Knows symbols and traditional terms referring to dynamics, tempo, and 
articulation.
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
